Latar Belakang: Rendahnya cakupan Imunisasi Dasar Lengkap (IDL) secara nasional dan 

khususnya di Provinsi Banten menunjukkan adanya masalah krusial dalam pelaksanaan imunisasi 

di tingkat masyarakat. Diduga, pengetahuan ibu menjadi salah satu faktor kunci yang memengaruhi 

kepatuhan imunisasi.Tujuan Penelitian: Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mengetahui hubungan 

antara pengetahuan ibu dan kelengkapan imunisasi rutin pada baduta di Posyandu Desa Koncang. 

Metode: Menggunakan pendekatan kuantitatif dengan desain deskriptif korelatif dan cross-

sectional, penelitian ini melibatkan 98 ibu baduta yang dipilih secara acak Hasil: Mayoritas baduta 

adalah perempuan (60,2%), usia rata-rata baduta adalah13 bulan. Ibu responden rata-rata berusia 31 

tahun, berpendidikan rendah (81,6%), dan tidak bekerja (98,0%), mayoritas ibu memiliki 

pengetahuan yang cukup (72,5%) dan sebagian besar baduta (66,3%) memiliki status imunisasi tidak 

lengkap. Analisis statistik menunjukan adanya hubungan yang signifikan antara pengetahuan ibu 

dan kelengkapan imunisasi rutin  pada baduta (p-value = 0,005). Kesimpulan: Penelitian ini 

merekomendasikan serangkaian tindakan strategis bagi berbagai pihak guna meningkatkan 

kelengkapan imunisasi. Bagi tenaga kesehatan, disarankan untuk mengoptimalkan edukasi dengan 

metode visual dan bahasa yang sederhana serta memperkuat peran kader Posyandu. Sejalan dengan 

itu, para ibu diharapkan lebih proaktif dalam mencari informasi dan memanfaatkan kunjungan 

Posyandu untuk berkonsultasi.

Background:The low coverage of Complete Basic Immunization (IDL) nationally and especially in 

Banten Province indicates a crucial problem in the implementation of immunization at the 

community level. It is suspected that maternal knowledge is one of the key factors influencing 

immunization compliance. Research Objective: This study aims to determine the relationship 

between maternal knowledge and the completeness of routine immunization in toddlers at the 

Koncang Village Integrated Health Post (Posyandu). Method: Using a quantitative approach with 

a descriptive correlative and cross-sectional design, this study involved 98 mothers of toddlers who 

were randomly selected. Results: The majority of toddlers were female (60.2%), the average age of 

toddlers was 13 months. The average age of respondent mothers was 31 years old, had low 

education (81.6%), and did not work (98.0%), the majority of mothers had sufficient knowledge 

(72.5%) and most toddlers (66.3%) had incomplete immunization status. Statistical analysis showed 

a significant relationship between maternal knowledge and the completeness of routine 

immunization in toddlers (p-value = 0.005). Conclusion: This study recommends a series of 

strategic actions for various parties to improve the completeness of immunization. Healthcare 

workers are advised to optimize education using visual methods and simple language, while 

strengthening the role of Posyandu (Integrated Health Post) cadres. Similarly, mothers are expected 

to be more proactive in seeking information and utilizing Posyandu visits for consultations. 
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
